WHAT WE PROVIDE:

The Country Club Hills Senior/Disabled
Transportation Service offers safe, convenient,
and timely transportation of our elderly

and disabled residents to any destination
within an approximately six -mile radius of
Country Club Hills (please see our radius map
below). Our fleet of clean and comfortable
buses currently consists of six 14-passenger
disabled-equipped buses (with handicapped
lifts), as well as one 23-passenger bus.

Stops include those for medical purposes,
dining, entertainment, and shopping.
Transportation may also be used in the event
of an emergency, including transportation

to cooling and warming centers, and in the
event of evacuation emergencies.
